Description Half-length portrait of a boy wearing a jacket, shirt and necktie. Mat 

is oval, with a design of grapes and grapeleaves in the border. Red velvet pad 

has a peacock embossed in the center, surrounded wtih a foliate border. Case 
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has a bouquet of flowers in an irregular cartouche, surounded by scrollwork, 

within a rectangular rule.
