The state is
divided into towns, counties and senatorial districts, with towns doubling as
congressional districts and denoted with solid lines, while county divisions are
represented by the use of pink, yellow or blue color. The 35 state senatorial

districts are outlined in red and are numbered. To the left of the map is a list of

towns that make up the district. Below the main map are four inset maps of
Waterbury, Hartford, Bridgeport and New Haven, divided into wards and state
senatorial districts.
