The land is 

divided into fourteen rows and eleven columns, both called "ranges," and the 

resulting squares, probably townships, contain numbers that probably refer to 

land measurements, as well as the owner's name, if known. Some of the squares 

are further divided into lots. Various unnamed rivers appear on the map, as well 

as broken solid and dotted lines that might represent paths or roads.
