Roads and railroad lines are
depicted on the map, including the Portchester and Ridgefield; New York, New
Haven and Hartford; New Haven and Northampton; Housatonic; Shepaug;
Boston and New York Air Line; Shore Line; New London Northern; and Norwich
and Worcester Railroads. Population tables for the towns in each county are
shown on the left and right sides of the image.
