LITURGICAL WORSHIP.
Tha public proclamation of God as Lord is the
comman action, or liturgy, of God's Peaple.
THE DIVINE LITURGY
is the most important worship experience. Dur-
ing the Divine Liturgy, we proclaim God's Ward
as revealed in the Holy Scriptures and we re-
spond in thanksgiving through the reception of
Holy Communion, the Body and Blood of
Christ.
THE SACAAMENTS
enable Christ God to enter into our personal
lives as we
* bacome members of His Church through
Baptism and Chrismation;
+ proclaim, through Haly Communion, His
death and resurrection while awalting His Se-
cond Coming at the end of time;
are forghven by and reconciled with Him and
those arcund us through Pananca;
share His love through Marrage;
* dadicate our lives and our work to Him
through Ordination; and
+ recelve His healing grace through Maly
Unetion.
THE LITURGICAL YEAR
includas the annual cycle of feasts and fasts,
as well as varlous other rites and services for
spacific occasions and needs.
