The jacket has buttons at the cuffs, on the 

lapels, and on either side of a strip of cloth that holds the jacket closed near the 

collar. The young woman has a hat on her head, is wearing a crucifix, and has a 

parasol tucked under her right arm. There is an architectural structure on the 

photographer's backdrop in the background. The tintype is housed in a paper 

envelope. The front paper is light pink and has a red decorative border around 

the outer edge and a solid red double-line border around the image opening. 

The back paper is light purple.
