The
sleeves are long and straight. The armscyes and waistline are piped. The full
skirt is gathered into the waist. There is an in-seam pocket on the proper right
side of the skirt. The center back opening is 18 1/4 inches long and fastens with
brass hooks and eyes. The bodice is lined with plain white cotton; the sleeves
are lined with calico with a very faded brown print.
