Description Pair of preserve glasses made of blown colorless lead glass. Each 

glass has a flared, folded rim, tapered sides, and a shallow kick on the bottom. 

The glasses are of a slightly different size. Glass .1 has a light grey tint, while .2 
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has a light green tint. Each has a ring of light wear and scratches around the 

edge of the bottom. Glass .2 has additional wear all over the interior surface. 

Kick: An indentation in the bottom of a drinking glass, bottle, or other glass 

object.

Component (height x diameter of .2): 3 7/8 x 3 3/4in. (9.8 x 9.5cm)
