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Connecticut's Farmland Preservation Program

OUne of Connecticut's greatest resources is it's farmland. The Depariment of Agriculture
preserves farmland by acquiring development rights to agnicuitural properties. The farms
remain in private ownership. A permanent restricion on all nonagricultural uses is placed on
these properties.

The program is voluntary on the part of the apphcant. Successful applicants will own active
farms that contain a high percentage of prime farmiand soils and are in established farm
communities.

Farmers sirongly support the program and think of it as a permanent program that will be
there to give them a realistic alternative to selling their fanm for residential development.
