Extending across the base of the tongue from tab to 

tab is a narrow, self-fabric strap, with a small, dark, abalone button on either 

end. The quarters are lined with black leather and the vamp with white twill-

woven cotton. The sock lining is black leather. The soles are shaped for the right 

and left foot.
