helmets, standing with and riding horses; two pictures of a large group of girls, 

all appearing to be wearing similar outfits, probably class pictures; a group of 

girls wearing more formal dresses standing on a stage with a piano, with an 

audience in the foreground; and a formal studio portrait proof of Jackie, 

probably for a class picture.
