The foot of the holder is shaped line an "L" with two equal length "Arms" 

extending from the 90 degree angle; the arms of the holder are 1 1/2 inches 

wide. The holder is two inches tall and has thick dividers that separate the 

interior into four equally-shaped sections. The shape of each section is the same 

as the entire object, that of an "L" with two equal length "arms".
