Both sides of the figured flask have different
raised decorations and raised words. On one side is the word "LIBERTY" above
an eagle with outstretched wings, holding two halves of an oval wreath, or olive
branch, in its talons. A shield is superimposed over the eagle's body. On the
opposite side, at the shoulder, are the words, "WILLINGTON/ GLASS Co/ WEST
WILLINGTON/ CONN". The side with the company name has several deep
scratches in the surface of the glass.
