Notable landmarks 

include the Rope Walk, the New York & New Haven Rail Road and one station, 

the New Haven and Northampton Rail Road, the Farmington Rail Road, Union 

Basin and Union Wharf, a steam boat wharf and office, Yale College, and the 

burying ground (cemetery). The Reference list on the left provides the names of 

twelve churches whose corresponding numbers are found throughout the map.
