Settlements, mostly along
the coast and on Long Island, are labeled and marked with little sketches of
houses. The other names mark islands and other natural features. The map is
decorated with a 32-point compass and north arrow at the top, a quarter-
compass in the lower right, and a flower-adorned scale marker.
