One
photograph showing a formation of soldiers is identified as the Hartford City
Guard and may show maneuvers in Bushnell Park. Some photographs include
women. Some show Civil War monuments, one with a crane above it and a
workman standing on a ladder beside it. One monument is decorated with
garlands.
