The eagle is standing on a perch with a banner
underneath inscribed with "SPES MEA IN DEO EST." The bottom piece of the
badge is a cross-like shape with a red background and gold detailing. Inscribed
on this piece is "CONNECTICUT/ CONSISTORY/ HARTFORD/ 1910/ A/ A/ S/ R."
