Description Photographs of dolls made by Ivelisse Pabón de Landrón. The

New England Apprenticeship Program. In Year 15 she was the teaching artist in 

Puerto Rican doll making to apprentice Amanda Mercado. These photos are 

from Ivelisse Pabón de Landrón's earlier apprenticeship under the 

Massachusetts Cultural Council Folk Arts Program. (.1) Mounted image depicting 

the nine steps of 11-year old Jamielette Figueroa making a doll.
