Jacob
describes various stories working for the Connecticut Invention Convention and
how this has given him the opportunity to travel, learn from others, and interact
with people and their ideas all over the world. This gives him great pride and joy
to continue learning and working with these people. He describes how he did
not let his formal education limit his opportunities and how important it is to
keep having learning experiences. Jacob mentions certain stories of people who
have impacted him through the work that he was doing and how much that
means to him. He emphasizes the importance of learning experiences and how
they have changed everything he planned for in life.
