Description Round, Chinese export porcelain plate with hand-painted
underglaze cobalt blue decoration showing a Chinese landscape; the plateis a
type of Chinese export porcelain known as Cantonware. The central Chinese
landscape consists of a willow tree with a Chinese structure to the right. A river
with a Chinese junk runs through the landscape, with a bridge in the foreground
and houses, hills, and mountains in the distance.
