Numerous cross sections of the building, sketches and letters are 

also featured. Plans include girl's meeting room, library, storage room, laundry, 

drying room, community room, reception room, chapel, sacristy, kitchen, 

veranda, nun rooms, memorial, rectory and new convent. Elevations show 

different alterations to elevations but mostly the building is 2 1/2 stores with 

three bays. Window sizes vary as well as roof types (gable, crow step). All 

alterations have center entrance with front gable or dome. Scale for drawings is 

either 1/4" = 1'0", 1/8" = 1'0" and 1/32" = 1'0".
