Medium Cast porcelain with an opaque green glaze, and silver luster decoration

Description Group of six porcelain coffee cups, part of a matching set of a 

percolating coffeepot (.1a-.1f), coffee cups (.2a-.7a), and saucers (.2b-.7b). The 

style of the percolating set reflects the Art Deco and streamlined styles popular 

during the 1920s and 1930s. The coffee cups are made of white porcelain, with 

an opaque lime green glaze applied to the exterior. Silver luster is applied to the 

rim and handle of the coffee cups. A few small spots of green glaze have chipped 

off above the handle on coffee cups .3a and .7a.
