Physical features depicted
include elevation, conveyed with hachure marks; rivers; and lakes/ponds. Roads
are marked with parallel lines. Railroads depicted include the New York and New
Haven; Naugatuck; New Haven and Northampton; and Hartford and Providence.
There are also several unnamed lines, including the Danbury and Norwalk;
Housatonic; what is probably New Haven and Hartford; what is probably New
London, Willimantic and Palmer; and Norwich and Worcester. The New York and
Boston Air Line is marked as "contemplated."
