A derrick and a wooden shed at the far right may
indicate construction activity. A rocky cliff and a tree-covered slope are in the
right background. The wooden buildings at the left may also be construction
sheds. A tree stump and and a utility pole are in the left foreground. Inscribed on
back: "Scotland Dam / Photo by Lloyd R. Robinson."
