Golden
wings are embroidered on both sides of the circle. Beneath the logo,
embroidered in gold is "OBSERVER." The armband was worn by volunteer
members of the Ground Observer Corps, which was an arm of the Aircraft
Warning Service (AWS) during World War 1.
